In 2003, for the first time, SICOT held an examination for orthopaedic trainees during its Annual International Conference in Cairo, Egypt. The
overall results of this first experience were very encouraging, and a SICOT Diploma Examination has been held every year since then. The 16th
SICOT Diploma Examination takes place on Wednesday, 10 October before the Congress and consists of a written part and an oral part.

The SICOT Diploma Examination aims to set a global standard for examination in Trauma and Orthopaedics. The exam tests the core clinical
knowledge and competence of the orthopaedic candidate or surgeon in practice. The syllabus (www.sicot.org/diploma-examination) for
the exam is broad, covering the whole breadth of Trauma and Orthopaedics, which can be applied globally. The candidate must be able to
demonstrate clinical knowledge and competence appropriate to orthopaedic and trauma surgery across the whole breadth.

The syllabus is broadly divided into the following four domains:
e Basic Sciences — including Oncology and Infection e Trauma
e Upper Limb and Paediatric Orthopaedics

e Adult Pathology — Spine and Lower Limb

The results of the examination will be announced at the Closing Ceremony on Saturday, 13 October at 12:15 in Room 517d and successful

Funded by the SICOT German section

The fellowship was awarded for the first time in 2005 and is presented to the two best candidates who pass the annual SICOT Diploma
Examination. The two fellows are invited to visit well-known German orthopaedic centres for a period of four weeks. Travel is organised by
the German Section of SICOT. Special interests of the fellows are taken into consideration in the choice of hosting centres. The sponsorship,
up to a total of EUR 2,500 per fellow, includes: an economy class air ticket, food and accommodation, travel expenses within Germany, and
an allowance. The two candidates (who must be members of SICOT) are selected by the Board of Examiners at the end of the SICOT Diploma
Examination. Besides an excellent exam result, good knowledge of the English language is the main selection criterion. The purpose of the
fellowship is to reward participants in the examination for their achievements and to give them the opportunity to meet with leading German

orthopaedic surgeons.

What are the applicable taxes in Québec and on what
goods do | pay them?

A federal Goods and Services Tax (GST) of 5% is charged on most
goods and services in Canada. A Québec provincial tax (TVQ)

of 9.975% is added to all goods and services purchased in the
province of Québec.

What is the official currency of Canada?

The Canadian currency is the dollar, which is divided into 100
cents. There are 5, 10, 20, 50, and 100 dollar bills. One and two
dollar bills have been replaced by coins, sometimes referred to as
“Loonies” (the bird on the $1 is a loon) and “Toonies” ($2).

What is the rule for tipping?

Service is not included in restaurants, so it is customary to add a
15% tip to the total before taxes (if you're with a group, 15%
for service may be automatically added to your bill). Taxi drivers,
hairdressers, etc. are also normally tipped 15%. Bellhops, porters,
doormen, etc. generally receive at least $1 per suitcase or per
service rendered.

What is the time zone?

Montréal switches to Eastern Daylight Time (summer time zone) on the
second Sunday of March and returns to Eastern Standard Time (winter
time zone) on the first Sunday of November. The time difference between
Montréal time and Greenwich Mean Time is less than 5 hours in the winter.

What are the opening hours of shops?

Most shops are open Monday to Wednesday from 09:00 to 18:00,
Thursday to Friday from 09:00 to 21:00 and Saturday and Sunday, from
10:00 to 17:00. They are usually closed on legal holidays — and on January
2 in majority of cases — but some establishments (supermarkets, SAQ
outlets, etc.) may still be open.

What is the system of weights and measure and what type
of electrical current is used?

Canada uses the metric system. Electrical outlets in Canada provide the same
current as in the United States: 120 volts (60 cycles). If your appliances are
designed for a different standard, you will need to use a converter.
